Student Presentation

1. The site considerations, Design Charette schemes, and desired building features were presented to the students to
provide a background on the new Phase Ill Academic Services Building.

2. The students inquired about the use of the existing Library space in the Dickinson Building. This will become a Student
Lounge and Bookstore. Clark Nexsen will be designing this space and address the issues the students mentioned, at a
later time.

3. A concern of the students was that with the construction of the Phase Ill Academic Services Building, more students will
use the campus, increasing traffic to the often full parking lot. Mr. Brehm informed the students that the need has been
observed, and that the college is addressing the parking issues separately.

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4. The students desire an increase in electrical outlets in both the Phase Ill Academic Services Building, in the Renovation
Space in the existing Dickinson Building, and outside.

5. The use of internet throughout the building is key for the students. The new facility will have WiFi capabilities as well as
data outlets.

6. The students requested electrical outlets be provided outside to accommodate research equipment, computers, and
outdoor performance equipment. This was also a desire expressed by the Germanna staff during the Design Charette.

7. The students requested meeting areas for group work and inter-campus communication. Clark Nexsen identified
meeting areas within the Library and at the ends of the Yellow Brick Road.

8. The students brought up a concern about the amount of glass on the Library. Clark Nexsen discussed controls such as sun
screens, tinted glazing, and other technology.

9. Students requested billboard space in the building.

10. The students requested limiting windows looking from the Labs and Classrooms to the Yellow Brick Road. Clark Nexsen
will review this.

11. The students mentioned that they like the overall building design.
