Turn in an Application to the Admissions and 
Records Office or Apply online: 
http://www.germanna.edu the Germanna 
Community College homepage.  
• If you plan to receive Financial Aid, submit a 

FAFSA.  These forms are available in the Financial 
Aid offices at both campuses.  Priority deadlines for 
applications are May 1 for the fall semester and 
October 1 for spring semester. FAFSA online 
information at: http://www.fafsa.ed.gov  

  STEP 2 : 
Request an official high school or GED transcript 
be sent to Germanna (use white form).  
  STEP 3 : 
Request official transcript(s) from previously 
attended colleges or universities to be sent to 
Germanna (use white form). 
• Also, submit a Request for Evaluation of 

Transfer Credit form (use pink form) to 
Germanna’s Admissions and Records office. 

  STEP 4 : 
Make an appointment to take Placement Tests with 
the Counseling Office.  If you have the required 
SAT/ACT scores or if you have completed college 
level English and Math courses at another college, 
you may not be required to take our placement 
tests.  Contact the Counseling Office if you are 
unsure.  You are required to have your Germanna 
Student Identification Number (7 digits) to take a 
placement test. Lookup your number at 
http://www.germanna.edu/myGCC/user-account.asp  
at Germanna Community College’s homepage 
http://www.germanna.edu or write down your 
number after you apply online.

Students 
may choose to attend an in-person workshop or 
complete a self-service workshop. 
• Contact the Counseling Center to arrange a time 

to complete a workshop. 
 
  STEP 6 : 
Once you have completed Steps 1-5,         
Register for Classes: 
 
• New students are encouraged to meet with an 

advisor prior to registering for the first time to 
review program requirements and determine an 
appropriate course load. 
♦ *Please bring any SAT/ACT scores and 

transcripts that have not been received by 
Germanna Community College. 

 
After meeting with an advisor students may 
register online through myGCC SIS.  Information 
on how to do this is available in the Counseling 
Center. 

 
Students needing additional assistance with the 
registration process may register with an academic 
advisor during in-person registration periods.  In-
person registration dates can be found in the 
schedule of classes or at germanna.edu.
