OVERVIEW

Assessment of skill level is mandatory for all new students. Placement testing may be required as part of that
assessment. To ensure appropriate placement in beginning classes, new students must demonstrate that they possess
the necessary skills in reading, writing and mathematics before registering for classes that require proficiency in these
skills. This may be accomplished in one of the following ways:

- Take Germanna's placement tests,

- Submit current SAT, ACT or placement test scores from another Virginia community college, or

- Present evidence of math and/or English credit earned at another accredited college.

Students should take placement tests prior to the beginning of the term in which they plan to start classes. An
Application for Admission must be on file in the Admissions and Records Office before taking the tests.

Taking placement tests early is extremely important and should be taken seriously. Students, who delay testing until
near or during the final registration period may experience a lengthy waiting period for advising session, they will also
register late and may not be able to enroll in the classes of their choice due to filled classes.

Students are recommended to take a portion of the test at one time, such as Reading & Writing one day and Math
another day. Students with learning or physical disabilities may request accommodations when making their placement
test appointment.

COMPASS [Computer-Adaptive Placement Assessment and Support System] takes advantage of adaptive testing
technology in order to measur e st UCOMPASSisa placener @sit, which
is different than most tests you have taken in the past. Test results are used to determine which classes you are eligible
to take: you cannot fail these tests. The test is used to assess your ability level in reading, writing [grammar], and math
in order to place you in the appropriate courses.

The college has a strict retest policy that requires that you meet specific criteria. Students should meet with a counselor
on completion of the test to go over their scores with them. We recommend that you test early so you have time to
meet with a counselor or faculty advisor to interpret scores and make appropriate course selections.

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What is the purpose of placement testing?

The purpose of this test is to assess your abilities in reading, writing, and math in order to ensure you have the necessary skills for
success in your present and future classes. Students who enroll in developmental courses have the opportunity to develop skills
needed for successful performance in college-level courses. Some students need to review English and math, while other students
may be taking a particular math course, for example, Algebra, for the first time.

Do | need placement tests if | have attended another college?

Students transferring from an accr e d-ledel€ndlishoranhthemaia cowsestimhst a g r
present an official or unofficial transcript from the accredited college. A student brings an unofficial transcript he or she will need to

meet with a counselor to go over their transcript and what courses they are eligible for each semester they take classes at

Germanna. If student brings official transcript to Admissions & Records Office they will not need to bring one every semester, the

official transcript will be evaluated and course work that is accepted will be entered into their student information record.

Do | need to take a placement test if | have other test scores, such as ACT or SAT?

The following scores satisfy the placement test requirement:

SAT score of 500 or above on Verbal, Reading, Writing, or Math would exempt from placement test in that subject area

ACT score of 21 or above on Verbal, Reading, Writing, or Math would exempt from placement test in that subject area

Note: Students must provide an official score report. Scores over 3 years old will not be accepted; example: test date Jan. 2005
brought to Germanna in Sept. 2008 would not be accepted, but test date of Jan. 2007 would be accepted in Sept. 2008

Is this test going to keep me from coming to Germanna?

No, the tests are not college entrance tests. This test is designed to determine your present level of functioning in reading, writing
and math. You are encouraged to do the best you can on the tests in order to be placed in classes where you will be challenged to
succeed.

What is the test like?

The placement test is self-paced and is taken on a computer. The computer will give you instructions and practice exercises are
available for each test area. There is a portion of the test that asks for demographic data and should take about 10-20 minutes for
you to complete.

How much time does it take to complete the tests?

The tests are not timed, but students are allowed a 3 hour appointment time. We recommend that you take your time in reading

the instructions, working out the mathematical problems, and checking your chosen response. How long the test takes depends on

how consistent you are in answering the test items and how much time you take to answer the questions. Each individual is different

in that it could take 20-30 minutes on reading portion of test or as long as 1, 2 or 3 hours to finish reading portion. The same applies

to the writing and math portions. Students have the option of taking each test separately such as reading one day, writing, another

day and math another day instead of allatonetimei n or de€ehatrge®r § our meé&aoutraréspossihlefergy | e v e
allowing adequate time to take the test. Make sure to make appointment at a time when you are not hurried to get to work or

another appointment, as well as felling well [reschedule if felling ill].

What do | need to bring to the test?

e Students must have photo identification for the test. The following documents are preferred for identification:
NO Expired documentation will be accepted. Driver’'s | i
Passport with photo, Permanent resident card with photo, military id with photo

e Students must have their seven digit Germanna student identification number to take the test.

e Students are not allowed to bring electronic devices such as cell phones, personal calculators, translators, or iPods. You
must leave your electronic devices powered off in designated area or you may leave them in your vehicle.

e  Children are not allowed in the testing room.

e All personal belongings such as back packs, purse, books, food, drinks, and other items will be kept at a designated area in
the room. You may leave your personal belongings locked in your vehicle instead of leaving them in the designated area of
room.



How can | prepare for my placement tests?

The COMPASS web site provides sample questions where you can familiarize yourself with the testing experience. We provide a few
questions that are representative of the questions on the test in this booklet.

Compass Reading Test

The reading skills test is designed to evaluate your understanding of the meaning of the material you are reading. The COMPASS
program will give you a chance to practice the format on how to respond on the computer before the test. Always read the
passages carefully before attempting to answer the questions.

Compass Writing Test

The writing skills test is designed to evaluate your use of punctuation, grammar, writing style, usage and organization. The
COMPASS program will give you a chance to practice the format on how to respond on the computer before the test. Always read
the essays carefully before attempting to correct the errors.

Compass Math Test

The math skills test helps identify the specific math courses most appropriate for your knowledge level. During the test the
computer will choose what kinds of questions you are given according to your skill level. You MAY be given questions from pre-
algebra or algebra and then through college algebra to trigonometry.

Prior to the Test

Arrive early enough to allow yourself time to go to the restroom, find the testing room, and leave your belongings in your car. You
will only need your Germanna student identification number and valid photo identification.

Remember, the test administrator or proctor will provide scrap paper and pencil; calculators will be available for check out.

On rare occasions, power outages, server outages, or weather problems can and do close us without warning
when we least expect it. We recommend that you plan to take your tests well before you need them. Please
allow yourself sufficient time for testing and enough time for us to serve you well.

Tips for Taking COMPASS® Tests

1. Relax! The COMPASS tests are designed to help you succeed in school. Your scores help you and your institution determine which courses
are most appropriate for your current level of knowledge and skills. Once you identify your academic strengths and weaknesses, you can
get the help you need to improve underdeveloped skills before they interfere with your learning.

2. You will be able to concentrate better on the test if you get plenty of rest and eat properly before the test. You should also arrive a few minutes
early so you can find the testing area, bathrooms, etc., and have time to gather your thoughts before the test begins.

3. Be sure you understand the directions for each test before that test session begins. Ask questions if you need to.

4. Read each question carefully until you understand what the question is asking. If answering an item requires several steps, be sure you
consider them all.

5. Be sure to answer every item. You are not penalized for guessing. Your score will provide more useful placement information if you answer
every item, even if you guess.

6. Don't be afraid to change an answer if you believe that your first choice was wrong.

7. If you have a problem or question during the test, let the test administrator or proctor know so they can help you. Although they cannot answer
test questions for you, they can help you with other types of problems.
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Items have multiple-choice response options. The new format in COMPASS® for Windows makes it possible for students to see and read a passage on
one side of the screen while the test questions and answer choices are displayed on the other half of the screen.

Sample Practical Reading Passage: Reading Placement

Regular tune-ups of your heating system will cut heating costs and will most likely increase the lifetime and safety of the system.
When a service technician performs a tune-up, he or she should test the efficiency of your heating system.

The technician should measure the efficiency of your system both before and after servicing it and provide you with a copy of the
results. Combustion efficiency is determined indirectly, based on some of the following tests: 1) temperature of the flue (or
chimney); 2) percent carbon dioxide or percent oxygen in the atmosphere; 3) presence of carbon monoxide in the atmosphere; and
4) draft. Incomplete combustion of fuel is the main contributor to low efficiency. If the technician cannot raise the combustion
efficiency up to at least 75% after tuning your heating system, you should consider installing a new system or at least modifying your
present system to increase its efficiency.

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Sample Humanities Passage: Reading Placement

When I'm in New York but feeling lonely for Wyoming | look for the Western movie ads in the subway. But the men | see in those
posters with their stern, humorless looks remind me of no one | know in the West. In our earnestness to romanticize the cowboy
we've ironically disesteemed his true character. If he's "strong and silent" it's because there's probably no one to talk to. If he "rides
away into the sunset" it's because he's been on horseback since four in the morning moving cattle and he's trying, fifteen hours
later, to get home to his family. If he's "a rugged individualist" he's also part of a team: ranch work is teamwork and even the
glorified open-range cowboys of the 1880s rode up and down the Chisholm Trail in the company of twenty or thirty other riders. It's
not toughness but "toughing it out" that counts. In other words, this macho, cultural artifact the cowboy has become is simply a man
who possesses resilience, patience, and an instinct for survival. "Cowboys are just like a pile of rocks—everything happens to them.
They get climbed on, kicked, rained and snowed on, scuffed up by the wind. Their job is 'just to take it,"" one old-timer told me.

Writing Skills Test Review
This test asks students to find and correct errors in essays presented on the computer screen. The test items include the following content categories:
Usage/Mechanics: Punctuation; Basic grammar and usage; Sentence Structure; Rhetorical Skills: Strategy, Organization, Style

Sample Essay: Writing Skills Placement
Examinees are presented with an essay similar to the one below and are asked to look for errors in grammar, punctuation, usage,
and style. When examinees find what they believe to be errors, they move the mouse pointer to the appropriate part of the text and
click the mouse. On the right side of the screen five options appear for revising that area of text. Note that the first option is always
identical to the original wording in the text, and thus represents a NO CHANGE option. Examinees can choose to revise any section
of the essay. After revising the essay, examinees are routed to two items focusing on rhetorical strategies.
The essay below contains the same number and types of errors that an actual Writing Skills Test unit would contain; however, for
demonstration purposes, only a handful of the segments below have been selected for revision. These segments are indicated by
bold type, and the items associated with them are shown below. (Note: There are additional errors in the essay that are not in bold
that a student in an actual testing situation would need to respond to.)
An increasing number of lakes and rivers in the northern United States invaded are being by a mussel no larger than a fingernail.
The zebra mussel probably steamed aboard a transatlantic ship sometime in the mid-1980s from the Caspian Sea into U.S. waters.
Despite its growth was explosive, partly because the species was preyed upon by very few native predators in its new
environment. As a consequence, the zebra mussels did find a plentiful food supply. They eat huge amounts of phytoplankton, which
tiny free-floating sea organisms that dwell in water. Scientists are concerned when the mussels may compete aggressively with
other species that depend on the same food supply.
Others concerned by the invading species are industry, public utilities, and boat owners. Zebra mussels cluster in huge colonies,
being anchored themselves to any hard surface. These colonies can clog your water intake pipes of electric and water treatment
plants. Fishery specialists are currently casting about and baiting their hooks to gun down control methods that will cause the lowest
amount of damage to water supplies and other aquatic species. Two of the alternatives exploring are interrupting the species
reproductive cycle and finding a bacterium harmful only to zebra mussels.
