Often considered the front line of fund raising; the annual fund is the lifeblood of any organization. The annual fund is the foundation of fund raising initiatives, the place to introduce the organization to the widest number of people, and to secure unrestricted funding for the organization’s operating budget.  Donors to the annual fund are the most likely prospects for major gifts to capital campaigns, specific projects and special initiatives.  Examine possible problems that face annual funds when capital campaigns and other programs get underway and how to ensure that the annual fund remains a priority. With the instructor, you address how to prepare for the annual fund each year, the importance of the case for support of the organization, the involvement of volunteers and the role of the Board in annual giving. Techniques include creative approaches for turning annual fund donors into major givers, planning out the annual giving year (benchmarks), setting up the development office and a comprehensive evaluation of the year.
